The Nebbiolo grapes undergo meticulous vinification and aging processes, often spending 
years maturing before release. This patient craftsmanship results in a wine of exceptional 

depth and complexity, renowned for its age-worthiness and ability to evolve 
gracefully over decades.

Barbaresco comes from a smaller area in Piedmont, only 23 kms northeast of Barolo.  
The wine is made from 100% Nebbiolo grapes but can age for 1 year less in oak. The 

wines of Barbaresco are light in colour, tannic and structured with dried cherry, fennel, 
leather and violets. They are lifted, ethereal, aromatic yet have a strong presence. Thanks 

to iconic producers such as Bruno Giacosa and Angelo Gaja, these wines are widely 
celebrated and revered around the world.
